Credit by examination (up to a maximum of 6 credits) or exemption by
examination may be obtained by taking the CLEP examination.

The performance of transfer students who transition to John Jay College under the terms of
this agreement may be periodically reviewed in terms of overall GPA in first semester post-
transfer, GPA in major coursework throughout study at John Jay, rate of credit accumulation
and graduation rate.
